Certified Fire and Explosion Investigator Examination:

6. Print entire application and submit with your course registration and include a separate payment of $125.00 in US funds for exam fee.
7. Non-member of NAFI must also complete the membership application

8. Click on Membership icon and follow instructions and print application, complete and submit with $45.00 US Funds for NAFI membership.
9. For Recertification download the Re-Certification requires to ensure that you comply. This course will contain a minimum of 32 hours for Re-Certification.
10. Send the applications (NAFI Membership and CFEI Exam) and fees to the IAAI Ontario Chapter with the Registration for Program. All documents and payments must be received by May 7, 2011 in order to participate in the CFEI Exam
11. Include the $170.00 fees ($45 NAFI Application Fee and $125 CFEI Exam Application) payable in US funds by cheque, money order to National Association Fire Investigators. Please note that the fees are non-refundable if applications are not accepted by NAFI.
The IAAI Ontario will forward all completed membership applications, CFEI applications and fees to the National Certification Board.
